Objetivos:

A disciplina de Escrita Académica tem como principal objetivo preparar os alunos para a
comunicacdo académica escrita. Pretende-se que os alunos desenvolvam competéncias
para melhorar as praticas de leitura e de escrita de textos académicos, e que distingam os
objetivos especificos da escrita académica das particularidades de outros géneros textuais.
Prestar-se-a especial atencdo a organizacdo textual e as necessidades argumentativas da
escrita académica, mas serdao também abordadas as convencdes formais da escrita
académica (citagdo, bibliografia, etc.). Tendo em consideracdo a diversidade cultural do
grupo que integra o programa, os estudantes terdo também oportunidade de refletir

sobre as diferencas entres culturas académicas, assim como sobre a posicdo hegemonica
do inglés como lingua franca na academia.
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Competéncias

A disciplina esta organizada num conjunto de aulas praticas nas quais se pretende que 0s
alunos desenvolvam as suas competéncias ao nivel da escrita académica de forma a

a) desenvolver os seus projetos individuais de investigacdo, partilhando-os e
discutindo-os com os colegas.

b) promover o trabalho de equipa e o didlogo entres os alunos, com vista a
aperfeicoar o seu desempenho académico.

€) adquirir estratégias para a elaboracdo de notas biograficas académicas, resumos
académicos, artigos e papers, dissertacfes e teses.

Objectives:

The main goal of the Academic Writing course is to prepare students for effectively engaging in
advanced written communication in an academic environment. Students will develop theoretical
and practical skills to successfully read and write academic texts, and to differentiate the
specificities of academic writing from other genres. Special attention will be paid to textual
organization and coherence and to the argumentative requirements of academic writing, but
formal conventions will also be addressed (citation, bibliography, etc.). Considering the
multicultural makeup of the program’s student cohort, students will also explore differences
across academic communities, and critically examine the implications of the dominant position
of academic discourses in English in a global context.

Competences:
This course is designed as a series of hands-on sessions in which students:

a) are expected to develop their academic writing skills by working on their ongoing
research projects;

b) are encouraged to share their ideas and work collaboratively, so as to improve their
overall academic performance;

¢) are given support in acquiring strategies for writing academic bionotes and abstracts,
research papers/articles, dissertations and theses.

Methodology

The teaching methodology is theoretical and practical. Sessions will promote practical strategies
to enhance students’ academic profile through the survey of theoretical questions and practical
exercises. Students are expected to bring their ongoing research work (abstracts, papers,
chapters, etc.) to be improved through the practical strategies presented in class.

Evaluation

Evaluation is continuous and includes the following components, with respective weightings:
