por parte dos estudantes, assim como leitura comentada de textos.
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Optou-se por promover o trabalho auténomo, embora orientado, por parte dos alunos, no
sentido de estimular as suas capacidades de pesquisa bibliografica e de exploracdo e
articulacdo de questBes tedricas pertinentes para a analise do Servico Social
contemporaneo.

A avaliacdo do seminario tera por base a realizacdo de um artigo (paper), com cerca de
5000 palavras, sobre um dos temas abordados nas aulas. O trabalho devera, sempre que
possivel, articulacdo com o objeto proposto para a dissertagao.

The curricular unit sessions will develop as lectures complemented by small conferences will be
held by invited experts. There will be time for presentation and debate among students, as well
as for collective and commented text reading.

Autonomous work by students will be promoted, though oriented, in order to stimulate their
capacities for bibliographical research as well as for exploration and articulation of theoretical
issues with the analysis of contemporary social work.

Students will have a 5000-word assignment on one theme (or author) related to the programme.
The paper could be related to the thesis theme.

Evaluation is continuous and includes the following components, with respective weightings:
