TEACHING METHODOLOGY (INCLUDING ASSESSMENT)

Todas as sessdes incluem um elemento substancial de trabalho de exercicio de
colaboracdao. Grande parte é elaborado a partir de pesquisas recentes e producao
académica. Os estudantes serdo incentivados a pensar sobre aspetos muitas vezes
concebidos como dados adquiridos - por exemplo, o que podemos dizer quando falamos
de 'método’, 'pratica’, “evidéncia”, etc, e a ilustrar as perspectivas de pesquisa debatidas.

Qualquer evidéncia de plagio sera punida com a atribuicdo de zero ao elemento de
avaliagdo que tenha utilizado indevidamente textos de terceiros.

All sessions include a substantial element of collaborative exercise work. Much is drawn from
recent research and academic production. Students will be encouraged to think about aspects
often designed as acquired data - for example, what we mean when we speak of 'method’,
'practical’, 'evidence', etc., and to illustrate the research perspectives debated.

Any evidence of plagiarism shall be penalized with a mark of zero (0). Plagiarism is the improper
use of a text and/or ideas that are not one’s own.
