7. METODOLOGIA DE ENSINO (AVALIAGAO INCLUIDA)
TEACHING METHODOLOGY (INCLUDING ASSESSMENT)

A metodologia de ensino assenta no dialogo entre exposi¢des vivenciais e tedricas dos
temas propostos; no debate e andlise dos materiais audiovisuais propostos; e no
desenvolvimento de projetos colaborativos (escritos e apresentados) pelos(as) alunos(as) a
acordar com a docente.
A avaliacdo tem um carater continuo, em regime presencial, e baseia-se nos seguintes
critérios:

= Assiduidade e participacdo ativa: preparacdo de leituras, participacdo na discussao

dos temas propostos, reacao aos trabalhos apresentados pelos colegas - 20%

= Moderag¢do/ apresentacdo de um dos temas - 20%

= Resenha de um dos filmes - 15%

= Projeto final colaborativo - 25%

= Teste final - 20%

Qualquer evidéncia de plagio sera punida com a atribuicdo de zero ao elemento de
avaliacao que tenha utilizado indevidamente textos de terceiros.

The teaching methodology rests on the articulation between (practical) lectures on the topics
listed in the syllabus; on the discussion and analysis of the selected audiovisual materials; on the
development of collaborative projects (written and oral) prepared by the students about specific
themes (to be discussed with the professor).

Assessment is continuous and attendance is mandatory. Evaluation takes the following criteria
into account:

= Attendance and active participation: preparation of readings, participation in the
discussion of proposed topics, reaction to work presented by classmates - 20%

= Moderation/ presentation of a theme - 20%

= Avreview of a film - 15%
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= Afinal collaborative project - 25%
= Final Test - 20%
