▪ To explore how effective academic writing is achieved in terms of organisation, style and 

language features.  

Competences:  

▪ Knowing and effectively selecting adequate writing strategies to achieve well-delineated 

writing goals, based on audience and context.  

▪ Knowing the basic organisational units of academic writing (introduction; body; 

conclusion) and selecting writing strategies and style accordingly. 

▪ Delineating coherent research goals and devising effective writing styles in order to meet 

them.  

 

6.  CONTEÚDOS PROGRAMÁTICOS 

SYLLABUS 
 

▪ Audience: writing for an audience with a specific purpose based on “positioning” (a 

member of an academic community with particular discursive features). 

▪ Style: identifying formal and informal features. Knowing what to use and what to 

avoid (contractions; passive/active voice; long/short noun-phrases; sentence-initial 

informal elements – imperatives and conjunctions; digressions and citations, etc.).  

▪ Modalisation: softening or strengthening statements.  

▪ Planning: organising phrases into sentences and topic sentences. Organising 

sentences into paragraphs. Organising paragraphs into coherent content units with 

well-supported arguments: introduction – main body – conclusion. 

▪ Genres: knowing and writing basic academic writing genres with a view to develop 

student’s emergent research interests: 

o Bionote 

o Summary  

o Abstract 

o Introduction (to a research paper/dissertation)
